God’s Will for YOU is for YOU to be Well
· 3 John 2

· When Jesus was on the cross and said “It is finished” (John 19:30) He spoke a word which in Greek is tetelestai which is from teleo and means to complete, to discharge (a debt), to accomplish, to make an end, to finish.  

· The Greek word tetelestai had several uses in the ancient world:

1. When a servant was sent on a mission of some importance he would return to his master and say “tetelestai” meaning “I have done everything you have told me to do” or “the mission is accomplished”.

· So when Jesus said “It is finished” He was saying to His Father that His mission here on earth was accomplished.

2. Tetelestai is the Greek equivalent of the Hebrew word kulah which is what the High Priest would say when he had offered up the perfect sacrificial lamb. 

· So when Jesus said “It is finished” He was saying this was the perfect sacrifice for all mankind.

3. In the world of commerce tetelestai was used to signify the full payment of a debt – it meant ‘paid in full’. 

· The parchment on which the debt was recorded had tetelestai written on it. 

· When we give our life to Jesus our debt of sin has tetelestai written on it – written by the blood of Jesus and is now paid in full. 
· So when Jesus said “It is finished” He was saying that our debt of sin has been perfectly paid for by His blood and there is no need for us to do anything except thank Him. 
4. In ancient Greece the word tetelestai was also used to show the end of an era and the coming of a new era. 

· For example, when a ruler died and a new ruler took his place. 

· It is similar to saying, “The king is dead; long live the king”. 

· So when Jesus said “It is finished” He was saying in effect, “I have brought the old to an end and am starting something new”.

· 1 John 3:8 “For this purpose…”

· What works of the devil?

· Acts 10:38

· 1 Peter 2:24

· Healing is yours, but how?

· ‘this job is yours’ but you have to do something to get it – you have to fill in an application form & go for an interview

· A Christmas present is yours but you have to receive it and open it
· Argos 

· If Jesus destroyed the works of the devil why so many people are still sick?

· We could reply by asking: Why are so many people unsaved if it is God’s will for people to be saved?

· 1 Timothy 2:4

· 2 Peter 3:9

· Just because God wills for something to happen, it does not mean that those things will automatically happen
· There is a part for us to play; and the devil will always try to intervene 

· Hebrews 11:6 – everything in God’s Kingdom operates by faith

· Mark 5:34

· Mark 10:52

· Sometimes things don’t happen because there is no faith
· Hebrews 4:2

· Ephesians 2:8 says that we are saved by faith (our part) through grace (God’s part)

· There is a real relationship between grace and faith that we need to understand

· Romans 4:16

· Romans 5:2

· John 4:24 - God is a spirit and those who worship Him must worship Him in spirit and in truth.

· God lives in the spiritual realm

· What God does, God does in the spiritual realm

· We are physical and live in the physical realm

· Both spiritual and physical co-exist but how do we get the spiritual into the physical?

· To enter into God’s realm is only possible through faith

· Sickness exists in the physical or natural realm but healing exists in the spiritual realm

· Our faith goes and gets what God has already done in the spiritual realm 

· Remember – “It is finished”

· It is our faith that enables the spiritual to cancel the physical

· The spiritual always triumphs over the natural 

· 2 Kings 6:15-18 

· When Elisha acted in faith the victory was won

· 2 Corinthians 5:17 

· Gehazi is like most Christians are, but Elisha is like all Christians should be  
· 2 Corinthians 4:18
· We should not look at the problem but we should look to the Problem Solver

· Our sickness (which can be seen) is subject to change (healing) through faith in God’s word, NOT circumstances
· God’s word tells us that God wants us to be well – 3 John 2 
· Why would God make it difficult for you to get healed? 

· He wouldn’t and He doesn’t
· Why would God want you to beg for healing?

· He wouldn’t and He doesn’t

· Remember “It is finished” and God wants you to be well. 

· God has done His part, now we need to do our part. Amen.
